The topographic DEM has been collected along the 
entire Victorian coast in phases.  The DEM for each 
phase (or region) will be released as soon as data 
processing and quality assurance is complete. 
 
The first of these phases – covering the area from 
the South Australian border to Anglesea – is now 
available.

Future Coasts Program  

 

Future Coasts is a major program led by the 
Victorian Government to assess the physical 
vulnerability of Victoria's coast to climate change, 
and develop strategies to help communities and 
industry adapt.  The program will produce detailed 
maps of the coast which will be used to assess the 
physical vulnerability of coastal areas to climate 
change.  The DEM data will provide the basis for 
this further work.  This will include bathymetric 
(sea-floor) DEM, which is currently being collected, 
and will be available in late 2009 – early 2010. 
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Data Access 
 

The Future Coasts DEM data will be available to all 
interested parties under the following 
arrangements. 
 
Project partners (organisations who have 
contributed funding to the collection of the DEM) 
have already been provided with the data where it 
is available.   
 
Other project stakeholders such as other 
government departments and agencies, including 
local government and coastal committees of 
management, will only be charged for the 
administration costs associated with supply 
(approximately $300).  The data can be accessed 
once it is available via DSE’s Spatial Datamart at: 
 www.land.vic.gov.au/cip.  
 
Consultants and other interested parties may 
purchase data for commercial use once it is 
available through DSE’s Vicmap Data Service 
Providers (DSPs) at a set cost per square 
kilometre.
