Topographic DEM Now Available for
Port Phillip Bay and Western Port

The second stage of the Future Coasts topographic
(land-based) digital elevation model (DEM) data is
now available.

As part of the Future Coasts Science and Modelling
project a DEM dataset is being generated for the
entire Victorian coastline. This work is being done in
stages, so that individual DEM datasets can be
released for large sections of the coastline as they are
completed. A schedule of the work for topographic
(land-based) and bathymetric (sea-floor) DEM dataset
release is available on the Future Coasts webpage.

Ultimately the topographic (land-based) DEM and
bathymetric (sea-floor) DEM will be combined to
produce an integrated dataset for the entire Victorian
coastline. This will not be completed until early in
2010 — however individual DEM datasets will be
available for use as they become available.

Topographic DEM

The first two topographic DEM datasets — extending
from the South Australian border to Western Port —
are now available.

Consultants and other interested parties may
purchase data for commercial use once it is available
through DSE’s Vicmap Data Service Providers
(DSPs) at a set cost per square kilometre.
